The Critters Club also will form a Search and Rescue team to assist with locating your pet (cats and dogs) should it go missing, please call 520-393-2941 (the Patrol at the front gate) or 505-660-6995 (Paul Riggins) for assistance. 
In 2021 we had over 215 memberships (nearly 700 residents and pets) and in 2022 we had about the same number of memberships (over 700 residents and pets). The response to our 2023 memberships has been huge (over 100 residents and pets and over $1500 in donations in just one week). Please check out (on our website) our Early Bird special that runs 11/15/22 through 1/15/23.This limited time special involves a reduced membership fee and a matching donation fee offer.
Since we are continuously advocating for the pets within our community as well as for the dog park, we believe there is strength in numbers. So, please join us!
